SEALED PROPOSALS will be received by the Purchasing Agent in the City Hall, 29l N. Main Street, Porterville, California, 93257, until 2:30 P.M. on November 18, 2010 and promptly thereafter all proposals that have been duly received will be publicly opened and read aloud for furnishing to said City all labor, materials, equipment, transportation, and services for construction of the 3.0-million-gallon Martin Hill Reservoir, 2,800-gpm Martin Hill Booster Pumping Station, approximately 1.25 miles of 16-inch water main, and appurtenant facilities, and for construction of the 0.55-million-gallon Rocky Hill Reservoir, modifications to the existing Granite Hills Booster Pumping Station, approximately 0.5 miles of 16-inch water main, and appurtenant facilities.
Instructions to Bidder, plans, project manual, and proposal forms may be inspected at City Hall, 29l N. Main Street, Porterville, California, and copies of said documents may be obtained from the Purchasing Agent upon payment of $100.00 non-refundable fee for each set.  No bid will be received unless it is made on a proposal form furnished by the Purchasing Agent.

ONLY THOSE PROSPECTIVE BIDDERS (PRIME CONTRACTORS) WHO HAVE ALREADY PRE-QUALIFIED IN COMPLIANCE WITH AB574 (1999) MAY SUBMIT A PROPOSAL FOR THIS PROJECT. 
A Certified Check, Cashier's Check, or Bidder's Bond in the amount of ten percent (10%) of the bid made payable to the City of Porterville will be required to accompany each proposal.

Any contract entered into pursuant to this notice will incorporate the provisions of the State Labor Code.  Compliance with the prevailing rates of wages and apprenticeship employment standards established by the State Director of Industrial Relations will be required.

Affirmative action to ensure against discrimination in employment practices on the basis of race, color, national origin, ancestry, disability, gender, or religion will also be required.

The City hereby affirmatively ensures that minority business enterprises will be afforded full opportunity to submit bids in response to this notice and will not be discriminated against on the basis of race, color, national origin, ancestry, disability, gender, or religion in any consideration leading to the award of contract.

No qualified disabled person shall, on the basis of disability, be excluded from participating in, be denied the benefits of, or otherwise be subject to discrimination.

No bid will be accepted from a Contractor who is not duly licensed in accordance with the provisions of Chapter 9, Division III, of the Business and Professions Code, and has a current Class A, General Engineering, State of California Contractor's license.
The right is reserved by the City of Porterville to reject any or all bids, to evaluate the bids submitted and to award the contract according to the proposal which best serves the interests of said City.

The successful bidder will be required to furnish the City of Porterville with a "Performance Bond" in the amount of one hundred percent (100%) of the contract, a "Labor and Materials Bond" in the amount of one hundred percent (100%) of the contract amount, and a Maintenance Bond in the amount of ten percent (10%) of the contract.

Upon receiving the "NOTICE OF AWARD," the successful bidder has TEN (10) DAYS to submit the signed contract together with all required bonds, insurance, and licenses to the Project Manager, and meet with the City in a PRE-CONSTRUCTION MEETING to discuss any problems or questions pertaining to this project.  It is the Contractor's responsibility to contact the City's Project Manager immediately to arrange for the PRE-CONSTRUCTION MEETING during the TEN (10) DAY PERIOD.

The Contractor shall have 200 CONSECUTIVE CALENDAR DAYS from the effective date of the NOTICE TO PROCEED to complete the required work. 

The Contractor shall pay the City LIQUIDATED DAMAGES in the amount of $1,000 a day for each calendar day the project is delayed beyond the "TIME OF COMPLETION DATE."

The City will withhold ten percent (10%) retention from payments due the Contractor until thirty-five (35) days after date of recordation of the Notice of Completion.  The Contractor may elect to receive one hundred percent (100%) of payments due under the contract by depositing securities of equivalent value with the City in accordance with the provisions of the California Government Code Section 4590.

This project requires work in City and/or Tulare County rights-of-way.  All work to be performed in Tulare County rights-of-way shall meet Tulare County standards and the approval of the City of Porterville. 

A log of borings for the Martin Hill reservoir is contained in Appendix IV.  An asbestos dust mitigation plan and soils investigation for the Rocky Hill reservoir is contained in Appendix V.
